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5TH SUNDAY AFTER PENTECOST
(Romans 10:1-10 and Matthew 8:28-34; 9:1)

There is no church on the face of this earth that loves
God’s Word, the Holy Bible, any more than does our Ortho-
dox Catholic Church. This is an important claim, and we
must back it up.

First of all, we show our love for God’s Book by having it
beautifully bound and then placed in the most important
part of the church. The Book of Gospels is placed on the
altar, in the center, as a mark of our esteem and love for it.
During some of our church services, it is brought out and
kissed by the faithful.

Secondly, God’s Word is read during all the regular wor-
ship services of the Church. Each Sunday morning at the
Divine Liturgy we hear lessons chanted from the Holy Scrip-
tures. There is the Gospel lesson taken from one of the
Gospels of Saints Matthew, Mark, Luke, or John, which tells
us something of the life and teachings of Christ the Son of
God. And, there is also the Epistle lesson read every Sun-
day, from the Epistles or letters contained in the New Testa-
ment, and sometimes from the book called Acts of the
Apostles. Most of the Epistles were written by St. Paul, the
great follower of Christ who dedicated his life to the work of
spreading the Christian faith. Lessons from the Prophets
and other books of the Old Testament are read during sol-
emn Vespers and other special services.

Prior to the reading of these lessons, the priest calls
upon all the faithful to pay attention, to seriously attend to
the words of wisdom which are to be heard. Candles are
usually lit at this time, because God’s Word is a light that
drives off the darkness of ignorance and enlightens our
minds with the truth of God.

For instance, let’s take a look at the lessons from Scrip-
ture assigned by the Church to be read at today’s Liturgy.
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There is the Epistle taken from St. Paul’s letter to the Ro-
mans. In it the Apostle speaks of the salvation that comes
from God through Christ. And he ends the lesson with these
important words: “if you will confess with your mouth the
Lord Jesus, and will believe in your heart that God raised
Him from the dead, you shall be saved.”

How can we be saved from eternal death, the penalty of
our sins? St. Paul says we can if we do two things: first, if
we believe in Christ and in His resurrection from the dead.
Now it is so easy to talk about belief and faith in Christ, and
so hard to have it. The evil spirits also believe in Him, but
this doesn’t help them. Our faith in Him must be so thor-
ough and profound that it becomes the most important thing
in life. It is utter trust, full faith, complete dependence, per-
fect love. And Paul centers this faith around the resurrection
of Christ because this is the critical point of the Christian
religion. Christ died, and if He didn’t resurrect then He is still
dead. But He arose, and we rejoice and glory in that fact.
No wonder our Church celebrates the resurrection every
Sunday of the year.

Secondly, St. Paul says, we must confess with our lips
the Lord Jesus. Confess means to tell, to speak out. Here
the Apostle is touching a delicate spot in our make-up. Not
very many people want to speak out about Christ. They will
talk about everything and everybody else under the sun, but
not about Christ. People will talk and talk, but when the sub-
ject turns to the Lord, they become strangely silent. They
know the great heroes of the world of sport, government,
society, and can discuss them at great length, but when it
comes to speak out for Christ, they are silent.

We need to keep in mind here the words of the Lord:
“Whosoever shall confess Me before men, him will | con-
fess before My Father who is in heaven. But whosoever
shall deny Me before men, him will | also deny before My
Father...”
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You see, there is much tearing contained in the Epistle
lessons we hear week after week.

Then there are the Gospel lessons. Today we heard the
familiar story of an incident that happened when Christ vis-
ited the land of the Gergesenes. He went there one day and
found two men who were possessed by evil spirits. The
Lord healed them, but in the process a herd of swine per-
ished in the waters of the sea. When the people of the area
found out what happened, they did a strange thing. Instead
of rejoicing that Christ was among them, and that He had
healed these desperately ill people, they asked Him to
leave their land. They wanted no part of Him.

It is easy to condemn them and point a finger at them for
rejecting Christ. But the same type of thing happens to us,
too. It costs something to follow Christ today, “Whosoever
will come after Me, let him deny himself,” Jesus said. He
calls us to self-denial. He calls us to full honesty, purity,
charity, truth. There are many people who want no part of
these virtues, and so they reject Christ, they truly beseech
Him to leave the borders of their lives. And Christ forces
Himself on no man.

Do you listen carefully as God’s Word is chanted Sun-
day after Sunday in church? Do you let God speak to you
through the Epistle and Gospel lessons, as well as the ser-
mons explaining them? Do you accept God’s truth and
teaching, and go and live it day by day? These are impor-
tant questions as we consider the place the Holy Bible has
in our Church.

The Church adorns God’s book with precious gold and
puts it in the place of honour, the alter. We are to adorn
God’s Book with precious love and put in our place of hon-
our, the heart. The Psalmist of old said, “Thy word have |
hid in my heart...” it is hidden there as a seed in soil, that it
might come forth and blossom in Christian virtue.
