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Repentance and Confession
Based on texts by Rev. Dr. John Chryssavgis

We have entered the period of Great Lent. One of the
main features of Great Lent is penitence and confession.
The Church Commandments, that we can find in our Prayer
books, prescribe that we should, “Confess our sins and re-
ceive the Holy Eucharist (Communion) at the very least
once a year, during Great Lent.”

How do we understand Holy Repentance — Confession?

Confession is not a painful process of self-humiliation in
front of a priest. It is the process of freeing our soul and
body of the things that make us suffer, that humiliate our
nature, our character, our soul, our body, which have been
created so perfectly and indeed are the most beautiful ob-
jects in this world. When one thinks about this one can ex-
claim together with St. John of Damascus, “I weep and |
wail when | think upon death, and behold our beauty, fash-
ioned after the image of God... disfigured, dishonoured, be-
reft of form. O marvel! ...Why have we been given over
unto corruption?” (Stykhyra from the Burial of the Dead)

Repentance is indeed an act of reconciliation, of reinte-
gration into the Body of Christ, which has been torn asun-
der by sin. It is through the faith of the community that the
individual is readmitted and forgiven. “When Jesus saw
their faith he said, man, your sins are forgiven.” (Luke 5.20;
cf. Matthew 9.2 and Mark 2.5) “Justification” in the New
Testament does not mean a transaction — a kind of deal;
and repentance defies mechanical definition. It is a contin-
ual enactment of freedom, a movement forward, deriving
from renewed choice and leading to restoration. The aim of
the Christian is not even justification but a re-entry by sinner
and saint alike into communion in which God and man meet
once again and personal experience of divine life becomes
possible. Both prodigal son and saint are “repenting sin-
ners.”

Repentance is not to be confused with mere remorse,
with a self-regarding feeling of being sorry for a wrong
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done. It is not a state but a stage, a beginning. Rather, it is
an invitation to new life, an opening up of new horizons, the
gaining of a new vision. Christianity testifies that the past
can be undone. It knows the mystery of obliterating or
rather renewing memory, of forgiveness and regeneration,
eschewing the fixed division between the “good” and the
“wicked,” the pious and the rebellious, the believers and the
unbelievers. Indeed, “the last” can be “the first,” the sinner
can reach out to holiness. Passions are conquered by
stronger passions; love is overcome by more abundant
love. One repents not because one is virtuous, but because
human nature can change, because what is impossible for
man is possible for God. The motive for repentance is at all
times unself-sufficiency — not a means of justification for
oneself, or of realizing some abstract idea of goodness, or
of receiving a reward in some future life. Just as the
strength of God is revealed in the extreme vulnerability of
His Son on the Cross, so also the greatest strength of man
is to embrace his weakness: “for my strength is made per-
fect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will | render glory in
my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon
me.” (2 Corinthians 12.9) To be flawed is the illogical, per-
haps supernatural characteristic of humanity in which one
en-counters God.

The original term for repentance, metanoia, denotes a
change of mind, a reorientation, a fundamental transforma-
tion of outlook, of man’s vision of the world and of himself,
and a new way of loving others and God. “To experience
this reversal in repentance is to have tasted of the glory and
beauty of God.” It is the mark of man’s presence before
God in the abundance of His mercy and of God’s presence
before man in the abyss of his weakness: “Set Your com-
passion over against our iniquities, and the abyss of Your
loving kindness against our transgression.” It is the aware-
ness of God’s beauty that makes one realize the chasm
that separates one from His gratuitous grace. The initiative
belongs to God, but presupposes man’s active acceptance,
which is a way of perpetually receiving God within the heart.
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However, repentance is also a way of self-discovery:
“The love of God is implicit in His very nature. God Himself
is the Archetype of divine love. When John the Theologian
says that God is love (1 John 4.8,16), love is seen as an
established eternal category of both divinity and humanity in
His likeness.”

THE LITURGY OF THE PRESANCTIFIED GIFTS

From “Introduction to the Divine Liturgy”
by Rev. George Mastrantonis

This Liturgy is called that of the Presanctified Gifts be-
cause the Sacred Gifts (Holy Communion) have been sanc-
tified previously in the Liturgy of St. Basil or St. Chrysostom
usually on previous Saturday or Sunday.

The Divine and Holy Liturgy, being the banquet of
Christ, is a joyous celebration. The ancient discipline of the
Church did not permit such a celebration during Great Lent,
a period of penitence, a remembrance of Adam’s fall and of
all creation, and of our slavery to the enemy of salvation. In
order to allow the faithful to participate in the mysteries of
Christ, the holy species were carefully preserved after the
Sunday Liturgy and offered to the faithful at the end of an
evening service on days of fast during a ceremony called
the Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts. This special service is
a combination of Vespers and a communion ritual.

This Liturgy is very ancient, “known to the Church before
the initiators Basil and Chrysostom” as Patriarch Michael
(12th century) infers. It is ascribed to Apostle James or Pe-
ter. As for the use of this Liturgy, the 52nd canon of the 6th
Ecumenical Synod refers to it, decreeing that “in all the fast-
ing days of Lent, save Saturday, Sunday and the day of An-
nunciation, the sacred celebration of the Presanctified Gifts
should take place.” This Liturgy is celebrated in connection
with the vesper service during the evenings. It keeps its
venerable character even now when it is officiated during
the mornings.
